. Thread the cereal onto the pipe

. Bend the pipe cleaner into a circle and
twist the two ends securely together.

. Use the ribbon to hang the feeder
outside in a tree or bush. Make sure
that it is well out of the reach of cats!

Hints and Tips
- You can try bending the pipe cleaner into different
shapes - try a heart, a triangle or a square.

- Use a brightly coloured ribbon to attract the birds.
